In regard to the new
and future countries
acceding to the EU
the problem of secu-
rity and reliability of
traffic as well as the
adherence to limits
of emissions— dis-
cussed by me under
the point of view of the railway
sector—and therefore the avail-
ability of the tracks by influences,
it could be said even natural-
disasters like flooding, ava-
lanches and problems of energy
supply, must be scrutinized in
detail.

If we are to answer the question
where security starts—and at this
point we must differentiate be-
tween active and passive secu-
rity—the answers can only be
found in the planning stages. Fur-
ther factors like rules and regula-
tions and environmental parame-
ters as well as fees in regards to
distances of travel must be taken
into account. | would like to point
out only a few like topography,
geology, stretches of water under
protection, flooding areas, areas
were avalanches are frequent,
bottlenecks of energy supply, en-
vironmentally protected areas and
so on. Only after taking into ac-
count all these factors can a envi-
ronmental feasibility study be
made.

During construction the quality as
descripted in the bidding must be
implemented but not above that
level. The offers that must be
elaborated by the entrepreneurs,
which are quite cost-intensive like
functional biddings, are required
in order to provide a correct plac-
ing. Increase of axle weight in the
future must also be considered.

Furthermore lifecyle-
costs and maintenance
friendliness are impor-
tant factors that have to
be considered.

Only if all these require-
ments are met and by
constant  maintenance
the security and avail-
ability of the tracks is
ensured. The railway as
a means of transport
with the various indus-
tries and the synergies
that may be achieved
among them requires a
system approach which
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takes the interdepend-
ence of the various technologies
and also the acceptance of the
users by means of safety and
punctuality Furthermore it is ur-
gently needed to foster a future-
orientated human resources de-
velopment in order to keep the
know-how within the company
and in that way increase effi-
ciency.

Not only the technology with ist
modern train-control-systems,
interoperability, modern switches,
vehicles and equipment is re-
quired, politics as well must de-
sign respective rules and regula-
tions in order to enable the rail-
way sector to deal with rising de-
mand in this sector. At this point |
would like to mention only as an
example the yearly rate of in-
crease on the freight sector of the
transit routes of the Alps, which
has risen 100%in the last five
years. In this area a strain is put
on roads and environment by ad-
ditional heavy traffic which could
be transferred to the safe trans-
port system railway. This aim
could also be achieved by using
the distance related fee system of
the Autobahn in order to support
the much needed extension of the
railway network.

At this point | would like to focus

your attention on the many
events of UEEIV in 2006.

UEEIV. The certificates are
awarded according to the Euro-
pean norm EN ISO/IEC 17024.
An important point was the dis-
cussion of the status of the regu-
lation 2005/36/EG of the Euro-
pean parliament and the council
of the 7th September 2005 about
the acknowledgement of profes-
sional qualifications, which has
been published according to a
suggestion of the commission
and after a position paper of the
European committee of social
and economic matters.
Windsinger reported about or-
ganisational matters that two let-
ters have been received by Prof.
Dott. Ing. Giuseppe Romolo
Corazza of the university of
Rome, the long-term head of the
steering committee and from the
representative of the head of the
steering committee, Ir.
